DISCUSSION OF WHETHER THE BOARD ACCEPTS APPLICANTS THAT
HAVE GRADUATED FROM A COLLEGE OF OPTOMETRY THAT HAS
‘PRELIMINARY” STATUS

Mr. Miller stated that school’s preliminary statspeared to indicate the college had
applied for accreditation. Therefore, prelimindpes not mean that they are accredited
by the Accreditation Council on Optometry.

Dr. Underhill stated that he believed the schodll lmé required to have their first
graduating class to achieve accreditation or adatezh with provisions and meet the
following requirements:

64B13-4.004 Manner of Application.

(1) Any person desiring to be a licensed practéioshall apply to the department to
take the licensure examination. The board will deitee if an applicant qualifies for
examination. The board will approve each appliceimb:

(a) Completes the application forms as requiredubsection (2) below and remits
the required fees to the department.

(b) Submits satisfactory proof that the applicant:

1. Is at least 18 years of age.

2. Is of good moral character.
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3. Has graduated from a school or college of optoyrapproved by the baord which
has been accredited by the Accreditation CounciDptometric Education (ACOE) and
which remains accredited by ACOE. Provisional stasiccreditation shall meet the
requirements of accreditation as used in this rule.

4. Has successfully completed at least 110 hoursaoiscript-quality course-work
and clinical training in general and ocular pharaiagy at an institution that:

a. Has facilities for both didactic and clinicasiruction in pharmacology; and

b. Is accredited by a regional or professional editing organization that is
recognized and approved by the Council on PostsiacgrAccreditation or the United
States Department of Education.

5. Has completed at least 1 year of supervisedreqme in differential diagnosis of
eye disease or disorders as part of the optontediiang or in a clinical setting.

Further discussion ensued.

Dr. Naberhaus moved to conditionally approve the aplicants upon the outcome of
the school becoming accredited. The motion was seded and carried 6/0.
