DISCUSSION OF RULE 64B13-4.004, F.A.C. – Manner of Application  9

Mr. Harris provided the board with the drafted language by deleting the word 11 
“Provisional” with “Preliminary”. 12

64B13-4.004 Manner of Application. 14 
(1) Any person desiring to be a licensed practitioner shall apply to the department to 15 

take the licensure examination. The board will determine if an applicant qualifies for 16 
examination. The board will approve each applicant who: 17 

(a) No change. 18 
(b) Submits satisfactory proof that the applicant: 19 
1. Is at least 18 years of age. 20 
2. Is of good moral character. 21 
3. Has graduated from a school or college of optometry approved by the board which 22 

has been accredited by the Accreditation Council on Optometric Education (ACOE) and 23 
which remains accredited by ACOE.  Preliminary Provisional status accreditation shall 24 
meet the requirements of accreditation as used in this rule. 25 

4. through 5. No change  26 
(2) through (3) No change   27

Dr. Naberhaus stated that he believed the entire last sentence in Rule 64B13-31 
4.004(1)(b)3., F.A.C., should be stricken as it contradicts Section 463.0057(1)(a), F.S.  32 
 33 
“Provisional status accreditation shall meet the requirements of accreditation as used in 34 
this rule.” 35

After further discussion ensued, the following action was taken: 37

Dr. Naberhaus moved to delete the entire last sentence in Rule 64B13-4.004(1)(b)3., 39 
F.A.C.,  “Provisional status accreditation shall meet the requirements of 40 
accreditation as used in this rule.”, as it contradicts Section 463.0057(1)(a), F.S.  The 41 
motion was seconded and carried 6/0. 42 
 43 
Dr. Naberhaus moved that the proposed rule would not have any adverse impacts 44 
on small businesses and would not be likely to directly or indirectly increase 45 
regulatory costs to any entity (including government) in excess of $200,000 in the 46 
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aggregate in Florida within 1 year after the implementation of the rule.  The motion 1 
was seconded and carried 6/0. 2
